The Graduate School announces a program for the support of a limited number of students during the summer.  The Summer Graduate Research Assistantship Program will provide $2600 for doctoral students and $2000 for master’s students for the summer (minimum of 10 weeks of research).  

Goal:
  To provide funds to enable promising graduate students to remain on task and on-campus in their pursuit of a degree.

Eligibility: 
Full-time, full-standing doctoral graduate students at any stage and in any discipline; preference will be given to doctoral students who have completed their prospectus.  A limited number of assistantships will also be reserved for master’s (thesis option) track students.  

Application:   To apply (deadline March 30 decisions announced by April 4), a form must be submitted by the student's research advisor.  This form can be obtained from the Graduate School or printed from our web page.

Conditions:
  Since the recipient is expected to be actively engaged on a full-time basis in research/scholarship, we require him or her to be enrolled for at least one hour of thesis or dissertation and we will ask for assurance from the advisor that he or she will be available for guidance.  Also, we require participation in one or two graduate student development workshops offered during the summer.  Recipients of these assistantships are expected to submit to the Graduate School a one page summary of their progress shortly after completion of the 10 week study.
